Our presenter for April will be Gwen Marston. Gwen comes to us from Beaver
Island, Michigan. The author of 24 books, Gwen’s works have been shown in 21 solo
exhibits as well as many group exhibits throughout the US and abroad.

Come prepared to be entranced by another trunk show as Gwen will be speaking
on “Abstract Quilts in Solids.” Her quilts for this presentation have been inspired
by Amish quilts. Using her abstract designs, Gwen will discuss her work in solids and
will point out the great characteristics inherent in solids. Her Friday workshop will be
“Liberated Baskets” and Saturday’s will be “The Parts Department”. Be sure to check
out our website for the supply lists.

Appraisals softeners, which were improperly installed that burst or pipes to their water heaters in
the attic that also burst and caused major damage. What a great reason to have had an
Joan Wilson appraisal completed. When it comes to your precious quilts, damage like this is never
Appraisal Chairman  adequately covered by insurance unless you have furnished your insurance company
with an appraisal by a certified appraiser. What better time to get one done than at our
quilt show.

If you will be having a quilt hanging in the show or if you, any of your friends or
relatives have quilts you've collected over the years, antique or not, be sure to take this
opportunity to get a clear understanding of their true value by having an appraisal
done. There are three types of appraisals:

* Insurance Appraisal — Determines the replacement value of your quilt or garment.

* Fair Market Appraisal — Determines the market value which is a figure agreed upon
between a willing buyer and a willing seller, both with knowledge.

* Tax Donation Appraisal — For someone who wants to donate a piece for any reason
to any type of organization or place, or to establish a value for an estate/family, often
after a death.

Here at Dallas Quilt Celebration, our appraisers conduct appraisals for Insurance
Replacement value unless otherwise specified. AQS (American Quilter’s Society)
Certified Appraisers will be available by appointment during the show to give written
appraisals of quilts and quilted garments. Appraisals are scheduled every half hour
during show hours.

The appraisal process is not a critique of your work. Therefore, it is not necessary
for you to be present for the appraisal. If the item to be appraised is entered in the
judged show (or otherwise on display somewhere at the show venue) and you wish to
be present, let us know when you will be at the show and we will make every attempt
to schedule your appraisal accordingly to allow you to be present. If bringing item/s
to be appraised, you will need to bring the item to the Appraisal area prior to your
appointment time. All items must be picked up by the end of that show day.

To schedule your appointment, simply fill out the appraisal form which you can
find in our newsletter and on our website. Be sure to include your contact information
including your cell phone#. Send it along with your check for $40 payable to QGD
and a self-addressed stamped #10 envelope (long one) to:

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Wondering what’s up with

If you are wondering what is behind the recent increase in the
retail prices of your quilting cottons, here is a brief explaination
0 belp you understnad the situation.

Cotton is a commodity and like all commodities prices are
increasing. Most would attribute this primarily to the weakening
dollar. As confidence in the dollar erodes, commeodities rise in
value, The dollar has weakened, of course, as our national debt
has skyrocketed. Premium fabric brands are printed in Japan and
Korea. The dollar has weakened by approximately 20 percent to
these countries’ currencies,

We are also wrestling with a worldwide cotton shortage. This
shortage is exacerbated by flooding in Pakistan, heavy raius

in China and hail damage in west Texas, India has stopped

the exportation of cotton altogether, and China has severely
restricted its cotton exportation because rising wealth is boosting
conswnption in their own country. Labor shortages in China
have also contributed to the reduction in available cotron.
Indeed, the entire globe is competing for a finite amount of
product. As is sometimes the case, when commedities spike in
price, speculators hold out for better prices, and it appears that is
what some greige goods producers may be doing.

Historically, when cotton prices would rise dramatically, mills
could blend their way to a cheaper product. The quilting enlture
siruply does not support a blended product, not to mention the
fact that polyester (2 petrolenm derivative) prices are

alser rising.

Truly we are dealing with a “perfect storm™ of problems when it
comes to fabric costs. The quilting industry is also dealing with
a significant decrease in the number of print mills that can print
the smaller minimums our industry requires, as well as the 16 o
18 screens so frequently used. There were once approximately
25 printers that could do this type of work; we are down to 10
now! This puts upward pressure on printing costs. We still have
six mills left in Americs, but they produce carpet, upholstery,
gte, They may do some high speed rotary printing, but with
farge minimums and only four to six screens. They do not do
low minimum flat bed press printing using 18 screens.
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cotton prices?

As if this weren't enough, the industry is also dealing with
two other jsmes. As the cost of greige goods (fabric before it is
printed) increases, the duty on these goods also increases. Last
but not least, UPS shipping costs are increasing 4.9 percent in
January 2031! Wow! The perfect storm indeed!

Stephanie Dell’olio, president, retail division of Marcus Bros.,
recently exclaimed, “We have experienced shortages in the past,
but this particalar set of conditions is like no other we have ever
experienced in our 100-vear history.”

Orne reason these price hikes are creating so much consternation
is that we have experienced so little inflation in the fabric
industry over the last 20 years. My wife, Roxanne, took quilting
classes when we lived in Phoenix 20 years ago. She was paying
$6.599 per yard for Hoffiman of California prings. The industry
was much smaller then, and Hoffiman was considered {as it still is
today) a premier brand. Today Hoffiman prints are $9.99 per vard
many quilt shops. This is only a 44 percent increase in 20 years!

In 1990 2 loaf of bread was .70, In 2010 2 comparable loaf was
$2.69. That's a 284 percent increase. The average cost of 2 new
car in 1990 was $16,900. In 2010 the average price of a new car
was $27,000. This is 65 percent increase. One pound of ground
beef was B9 in 1990. In 2010 a pound of ground beef was $3.29.

This is a 270 percent increase.

You can look at just shout anything you purchase and i yvou
compare the price of that item in 1990 to the price today you
wmay just Aind quilting cotton s & still 2 pood value worth the joy
it brings you!
