Thank you for your interest in the 30th annual Dallas Quilt Celebration, sponsored by the Quilter’s Guild of Dallas, Inc. Entries will be
evaluated by a panel of nationally recognized judges, and ribbon awards are given at the discretion of the judges.

Entry Submission

Entries will not be accepted until ALL required items are received and the entry form is COMPLETELY and accurately filled out
with the “Hold Harmless Agreement” signed by the entrant.

We will attempt to contact senders of incomplete information via phone or email. If a response is not received within five days,
the incomplete entry form(s) will be returned.

Entry Limits:

«  Each entrant may submit a
maximum of four (4) entries.
Only the first 400 entries received
will be accepted.

«  Entries received/presented after
the 400 quilt limit is reached will be
returned.

Each entry shall consist of:

« Completed Entry Form
(including signatures & contact info)

+  Guild membership number
and/or appropriate fees

+  One CLEAR printed color photo
of the entry (can be on any kind
of white paper), labeled with the
entrant’s name, quilt title and size
dimensions of entry indicated in

Entrants:

«  Each entry may have only ONE
ENTRANT. The name on the
“entrant” line must match the release
signature on the form.

«  Entrant must be either the owner of
the quilt(s) or garment(s) entered or
have been involved in the execution
/making of the quilt.

Entree Fees:

«  Guild members in good standing
(dues paid) are exempt from entry fees.

«  $1.00 bill (cash) - covers cost of
mailing entry delivery materials to
you once layout is complete.

«  Entriesin category 401 Juniors
(age 17 and under) are exempt from
entry fees.

Note: Checks are accepted for entry,
membership or shipping fees, but
please keep the $1.00 cash separate.

Entry Form & Entry Materials

Divisions/Categories

+ A Category number must be clearly
indicated on the Entry Form.

The Masters and Artisan divisions are
determined by the eligibility of the
“maker” of the quilt.

The Guild defines the “maker” as the
person who made the quilt top.
Because the majority of entries

in the two-person categories

are professionally quilted, this is
particularly important to those
categories.

«  Most categories in the Masters and
Artisan divisions are denoted as
“ONE PERSON." This means that one
person did ALL the work - piecing,
appliqué, quilting, etc.
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DO NOT enter a quilt professionally
quilted by someone else in any of
the “one person” categories.

«  The Entries Committee, in
conjunction with the Judges and
Awards Committee, reserves the
right to:

(a) determine the final placement of
quilts in categories, and

(b) to combine or divide categories
in order to facilitate judging.

«  All quilts entered must have at least
the top completed at the time of
entry submission. (The required
photo needs to SHOW THE QUILT
- notjust a pile of fabric or a crude
sketch of an idea.)

Other Rules

«  Entries may not have been displayed
in the judged show of any previous
Dallas Quilt Celebration.

«  Entries in judged categories
must have been completed after
January 1, 2006, and be clean and in
good condition.

+  No substitution of the original entry
will be allowed.

«  The Quilter’s Guild of Dallas, Inc.
reserves the right to refuse any entry
deemed inappropriate or which
fails to meet entry and/or delivery
requirements.

Quilting/Construction Requirements

« All entries entered in quilt categories
must be quilted with the exception
of cathedral window quilts, yo-yo
quilts, crazy quilts or garments.
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Other Rules (continued)
Quilting/construction (continued)

No tied quilts will be allowed.

Fused edges must be finished in a
manner appropriate to the category.
Entries in Category 306 — Garments
must include a recognizable amount
of quilting, appliqué OR piecing
techniques used.

All entries MUST remain on display
for the duration of the show.

Entries May Not:

Be framed and/or under glass

Include complicated rigid frames,
rods or mounting devices without
prior approval from the entries
committee

Include embellishments with sharp
edges that could be hazardous to
volunteers or visitors.

Entry Withdrawals

We strongly discourage the withdrawal
of entries from the show.

If you find you must withdraw an
entry, the Entries Chairman (Richard

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Rules for Display

Each entry must have a fabric
identification label sewn on the
back of the quilt. No PINS! The label
must include your name, the title

of the quilt/garment, your home
address and quilt dimensions. For
convenience and consistency, we
prefer the lower left hand corner of
the back. Labels for garment entries
should be stitched to the inside of
the ensemble piece(s).

Every quilt must have an open-ended
4" diameter rod pocket (Quilt Hanging
Sleeve) stitched to the top of the back
of the quilt. Quilts longer than 86"
must have a second sleeve attached
no more than 86" from the bottom
edge of the quilt. The only exceptions
to the 4" rule are quilts that are 24”
square or smaller may use smaller rod
pockets of only 2"in diameter.

Each quilt entry must be submitted
in an individual fabric bag/
pillowcase with the entrant’s name,
address and phone number written
in permanent/indelible marker either
directly onto the bag or on a label
firmly stitched to the bag. Garment
entries may be submitted in a
garment bag with same information.
Note: during “turn-in” but prior to hanging,
entries are placed on the exhibit hall floor
in front of the spot they will hang.

The bag you use is all that is between your
entry and a bare cement floor. We don't
want your entry to get dirt-damaged any
more than you do...

You will receive a color-coded index
card with placement information
for each entry along with delivery
information in mid-February. This is
to be attached with a safety pin to
the OUTSIDE of the bag.

Information Regarding Cash & Ribbon Awards

QGD distributes over $15,000.00 in cash awards: Best of Show - $1,000.00;

in all judged categories: First Place-$300.00, Second Place-$200.00, Third Place-$100.00.
There are also a number of special award ribbons with cash awards as well.

The QGD considers the entrant to be the “owner” of the quilt. Hence, this
individual will be the recipient of any prize money and ribbon(s) won.

QGD awards the ribbon to the QUILT, not individuals involved in the making of
same. Therefore, duplicate ribbons are NOT available.

IRS guidelines require that a 1099 form be filed for all entrants winning $600 or
more total. Prize money will not be released to any entrant before Social Security
number information has been received by the Guild for IRS reporting purposes.
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No “Notice of Acceptance”

The Dallas show is not juried .
Therefore, entrants will not hear from
us until we mail out the delivery
instructions (usually mid-February.)
Please be aware that we have no way
of knowing if your entry forms got
lost or misdirected in the mail.

If you wish to receive confirmation that
your entry materials were received
prior to reaching the maximum of
400 entries, please include a self-
addressed/stamped postcard listing
the items you have entered. We will
check off the entry forms received
and drop the card into return mail.

Delivery Information

Entrants will receive complete
delivery and/or shipping instructions
by return mail, usually in mid-
February (the $1.00 CASH fee covers
cost of envelope, postage, labels, etc.)

Included in this packet will be color-
coded index cards for each entry

as well as more detailed delivery
instructions. Entries delivered late
will not be accepted for exhibit — no
exceptions.

Entries to be delivered and/or
picked up in person at Market Hall:

All entries that are delivered in
person must be brought to Dallas
Market Hall between 9:00 a.m. and
1:00 p.m. on Wednesday, March
9,2011. Itis permissible for your
designee to deliver the entry.

Entries to be Shipped

Professional Quilter entered in
a show. The quilt won a ribbon
in that show.

A: In our show, the quilt is categorized
by the MAKER. The QGD considers
the person who made the top to be
the “maker”” Therefore, if you made
the top and qualify as an “Artisan,’
the quilt would go into an “Artisan”
category.

* Note: If you did not participate in the
creation of the quilt you are entering, the
quilt may be re-categorized as deemed
appropriate by the entries/judging
committees.

Q: | have a quilt that | want to enter,
but | don’t know what category it
should go into. It has both piecing
and appliqué and is large enough
to fit on a bed, but it is awfully
“arty” looking. Can | leave the
division and category blank?

A: You should be able to determine
what division the quilt would go into
by carefully reviewing the items that
define a“master” and an “artisan.,” or
a quilt that should be placed in one
of the “Open” categories.

We usually cannot tell much about
the quilt by the photos submitted. In
other words, we cannot tell whether
the quilt is predominantly pieced or
predominantly appliqué. Only you
know that information.

If you are unsure, please indicate the
division/category you think is the
best, and attach a note describing
the reasons you aren’t sure about the
choice. The Entries and/or Judging
Committees will review and make a
final decision.

Sometimes, when either of the
two committees or the judges
themselves feel that a quilt would
have a better chance at winning a
ribbon in a different category, they
will make the change.

Q: Imade a quilt using antique blocks
that my grandmother made. Since
| finished piecing the top and am
doing the quilting, can | enter this
in a“one person” category?

No. Your grandmother participated
in the making of the quilt, therefore
the quilt would be a two-person
entry.

Q: Imade a quilt using old blocks |
have collected over time. Is that a
two-person quilt?

A: Not necessarily. If you do not know
who made the blocks and they were
acquired on different occasions,
chances are they were constructed
by more than one person. Adding
yourself to two or more equals three
or more — making it a group or
friendship quilt.

A Few Pet Peeves...

Following is a list of the “Pet Peeves” collected from current and former members of the Entries Committee.
Some ditto items in our “FAQs” list, but bear repeating.

Entries that arrive missing key
ingredients: information on the form,
a clear photo, appropriate fees, etc.
The majority of the show entries arrive
between December 26th and the entries
deadline. One of the BIG jobs of the entries
committee is to create a massive database
that includes ALL of the information received
on an entry form. When someone doesn't
complete the form, the entry goes into a
“holding pattern” while we attempt to contact
the entrant to get the missing items/info.

Incomplete entry forms — particularly
when missing the appropriate
category.

We can seldom discern a lot of information
about an entry from the photos submitted or
information on the entry form.

Give it your best shot. If for some reason we
think it was mis-categorized or would do
better elsewhere, the committee will make a
final determination.

Really AWFUL photos submitted with
the entry.

We don't expect photos to be professional
quality, but try to avoid sending out-of-focus
photos, photos printed on a printer that has
run out of an ink color, photos that are taken
so far away from the quilt that you can barely
see it, photos that are taken indoors in a dark
room...

Good photos help us choose a placement
that will make it look its’ very best.
Receiving an entry shipped from out-
of-town that is sent in a beat-up box
that barely survived the trip to Dallas.

While some shows use new boxes to pack up
quilts being shipped back to their owners, we
do not. What you send is what you get back.

A box in bad condition makes us worry a LOT

about the safety of your quilt on its’journey
home.

Q: | made my very first quilt top!
Someone else did the quilting for
me. Since it is my very first quilt,
can | enter this in the “First Quilt”
category?

A: No.The First Quilt category is a “one
person” category. That means that
one person did ALL of the work
involved in getting it completed.

Q. I'd like to make a quilt for the
show. Is there a way to increase my
chances of winning a ribbon?

A: Obviously, workmanship and visual
impact are the BIGGEST factors in
award-winning quilts. However, you
can take the number of entrants in
a given category into consideration.
By far, the largest categories in the
show are the Two-Person Large
and the Wall Quilt categories in the
Masters and Artisan divisions . The
smallest categories are historically
the one-person large quilt categories
(Pieced or Applique) in the Masters
and Artisan Divisions.

Entries shipped from out of town that
DO NOT have the requested return
address label.

Let’s just say this...

Entries that will require the most work or
effort to get on their way home will be the
LAST ones to be dealt with.

People who don’t bother to let us
know that their entry will not be
finished in time for the show and
therefore, needs to be withdrawn

- so we don't know until setup/
hanging day.

We go to a great deal of trouble to assure
adequate wall space to accommodate each
quilt. When a quilt doesn’t show up, we are
left with an empty spot.

Visitors are usually dismayed to find a lot of
“holes” in the show they paid to view.



Divisions & Categories

+  ADivision/Category must be indicated on the Entry Form.

«  The Entries Committee, in conjunction with the Judges and Awards Committee, reserves the right to determine final placement of
quilts in categories and to combine or divide categories in order to facilitate judging.

«  Divisions are determined by the eligibility of the “maker” of the quilt. QGD defines the “maker” as the person who made the quilt top.

Master Division

If ANY of the following statements are true,
you must enter under the “Master” division:

«  You are a quilter or maker of wearable art
and you sell/have sold your work.

+  You teach/have taught quilting or
wearable art techniques.

+  You have had a quilt compete in the
Master Division of the Dallas Quilt
Celebration in the past.

«  You have published a quilt or wearable
art book or pattern.

. You have won a total of two or more
blue ribbons in any combination of
the following: Dallas Quilt Celebration,
county, state, national or international
quilting competitions.

+  You have had a quilt or garment juried

into a highly prestigious exhibit (Ex: The

Bernina Fashion Show, Quilt National,

etc.).

Large Pieced (ONE PERSON)

Any quilt which is LARGER THAN 72" on

any one side and primarily patchwork;

either hand or machine quilted.

102 Large Appliqué (ONE PERSON)
Any quilt which is LARGER THAN 72" on
any one side and primarily appliqué,
either hand or machine quilted.

103 Wall Quilt (ONE PERSON)
Any quilt made for display on a wall. No
side may EXCEED 72". May be pieced,
appliqué or combination; hand or
machine quilted.

104 Two-Person Wall Quilts
A quilt made specifically for display on
a wall. No side may EXCEED 72" and two
people were involved in the making. May
be pieced or appliqué; hand or machine
quilted.

105 Two-Person Large Quilts
Any quilt which is LARGER THAN 72"
on any one side and two people were
involved in the making. May be pieced or
appliqué; hand or machine quilted.

106 Art Quilts (ONE PERSON)
Original design; any technique or
combination of techniques or materials
used in a non-traditional way.

Artisan Division

IfALL of the following statements are true,
you may enter under the “Artisan” division:

+  You have never sold your work
(quilts or wearable art).

+  You have never formally taught quilting
or wearable art techniques.

. You have never been classified as a
“Master”in the past.

+  You have never published a pattern
or a book on quilting/wearable art
techniques.

+  You have won no more than one blue
ribbon in any combination of the
following: Dallas Quilt Celebration,
county, state, national or international
quilting competitions.

+  You have never had a quilt or garment

juried into a highly prestigious exhibit

(Ex: Quilt National, The Bernina Fashion

Show, etc.).

Large Pieced (ONE PERSON)

Any quilt which is LARGER THAN 72" on

any one side and primarily patchwork;

either hand or machine quilted.

202 Large Appliqué (ONE PERSON)

Any quilt which is LARGER THAN 72" on
any one side and primarily appliqué,
either hand or machine quilted.

203 Wall Quilt (ONE PERSON)

Any quilt made for display on a wall. No
side may EXCEED 72". May be pieced,
appliqué or combination; hand or
machine quilted.

204 Two-Person Wall Quilts
A quilt made specifically for display on
a wall. No side may EXCEED 72" and two
people were involved in the making. May
be pieced or appliqué; hand or machine
quilted.

205 Two-Person Large Quilts
Any quilt which is LARGER THAN 72"
on any one side and two people were
involved in the making. May be pieced or
appliqué; hand or machine quilted.

206 Art Quilts (ONE PERSON)

Original design; any technique or
combination of techniques or materials
used in a non-traditional way.

207 First Quilt (ONE PERSON)

First quilt entered in a judged quilt show.

301 Miniature Quilts (one or two person)

Any quilt which has no side measuring
more than 24", Any technique may be
used. If interior blocks are part of the
design, these blocks must measure 4" or
less.

302 Other Techniques (one or two person)

White work, Embroidered, Cathedral
Window, Yo-Yo, Crazy Quilts or any other
quilt that doesn't fit into the pieced,
appliqué or art quilt categories. May be
hand or machine quilted.

303 Group/Friendship

Made by a group of three or more
persons.

304 Seniors (one or two person)

Any quilt made by a quilter 65 years of
age or over. (Note: Seniors are not limited
to this category; they are also eligible for
Master or Artisan Division categories as
appropriate.)

305 Show Chair’s Theme:“STARS”

These can be any interpretation of
stars - from star blocks to lone stars to
constellations and beyond.

306 Garment (one or more persons)

Must include a recognizable amount of
patchwork, appliqué and/or quilting.

307 Pictorial (one or more persons)

A pictorial quilt forms a picture which
takes over the entire quilt. This includes
landscapes, portraits, still lifes, interiors,
etc. whole cloth quilts which have been
painted to create an image and are
quilted are considered pictorial quilts.

Non-Judged Categories

401 Juniors (17 and under)*

Any quilt made by a quilter age 17 or
under. These quilts may utilize any
piecing, appliqué or quilting method,
may be an individual or group effort,
and can be any size. *ALL ENTRANTS
IN THIS CATEGORY RECEIVE A SPECIAL
COMMEMORATIVE RIBBON AND ARE EXEMPT
FROM ENTRY FEES.

402 Adults:

Any quilt or garment that the entrant
does not wish to be judged. May use any
techniques. Any number of “makers” may
be involved.
